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	Reason for change:
	In last RAN3 meeting, the issue of Cell Status when failed to active was discussed, it was agreed that the gNB-CU does not reattempt to send gNB-CU Configuration Update message for activating the cells that the gNB-DU has reported as failed to activate and as inactive.
However, this change unnecessarily forces gNB-CU behaviour, since gNB-CU may still re-attempt several times before stopping or, wait for a while (e.g. expecting gNB-DU’s further action) before re-attempting, whose behaviour is pure implementational. Hence, this change is not needed.
It should be also clarified that at F1 level the following description is not aligned with the principle exposed above and should be removed also:

“The gNB-CU shall not activate a cell that is reported Inactive using this IE”
