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1 Introduction

R3-185702 claim the intention is to be efficient and avoid work redundancy between RAN3/RAN4, but the proposal does not address the issue with 25.461 between RAN3 and RAN4. 
2 Discussion
The 25.461 dependency between RAN3 and RAN4 is only a result of the fact that 25.461 contains a copy of the operating band tables defined in RAN4 specifications (instead of a reference to the band tables in the RAN4 specifications).
The easiest way to address this dependency would be to just replace the current operating band table in 25.461 with references to the RAN4 specifications that define the operating band tables. 

This would remove the need to update 25.461 every time a new operating band is added by RAN4, regardless of the RAT type for the operating band.
3 Conclusions and Proposals
Proposal: It is proposed to agree a 25.461 CR, based on the Text Proposal below. 
Ericsson would volunteer to provide such a CR, if the proposal is agreed.
