Abnormal Conditions

If the NG-RAN node receives a PDU SESSION RESOURCE SETUP REQUEST message containing several PDU Session ID IEs (in the PDU Session Resource Setup Request List IE) set to the same value, the NG-RAN node shall report the establishment of the corresponding PDU sessions as failed in the PDU SESSION RESOURCE SETUP RESPONSE message with an appropriate cause value.

If the NG-RAN node receives a PDU SESSION RESOURCE SETUP REQUEST message containing a PDU Session ID for which PDU Session Resources are allocated at NG-RAN, the NG-RAN node shall trigger reconfiguration of NG-RAN resources in a way, that the existing PDU Session resources associated to the PDU Session ID are reconfigured according to the request contained in the PDU SESSION RESOURCE SETUP REQUEST, as specified in TS 24.501 [26].
