Summary of discussions
During RAN3-102 the following was agreed regarding UAC:

gNB-CU signals to the gNB-DU assistance information helping the gNB-DU to configure UAC parameters to be broadcast in the SI. The gNB-DU remains the node that takes the final decision about how UAC parameters are configured.

The nature and structure of the information signaled by the gNB-CU is FFS and to be discussed at the coming RAN3 meeting. To be continued...
During UAC discussions at RAN3-103 three main approaches are proposed:
1) To allow a gNB-CU to signal to gNB-DU UAC assistance information consisting of RRC encoded information reflecting the RRC SIB Structure (R3-190474)
2) To allow a gNB-CU to signal to the gNB-DU UAC assistance information consisting of explicit F1AP IEs reflecting information contained in the SIB1 structure (R3-190294)

3) to allow the gNB-CU to signal to the gNB-DU UAC assistance information reflecting the type of information received over the AMF Overload Start message (R3-190622, R3-190708)

Summary of offline discussions

During offline discussions there was an attempt to converge towards a signalling solution from gNB-CU to gNB-DU based on explicit F1AP IEs without definite conclusion. The following information was also discussed as possibly being included in a solution based on explicit F1APs:

· List of PLMNs for which UAC is applied

· Reduction Indication, i.e. the percentage of access rate reduction 

· Barring Action, resembling the actions in the AMF Overload Start procedure, i.e. (Reject RRC connection establishments for non-emergency MO DT, Reject RRC connection establishments for Signalling, Permit Emergency Sessions and mobile terminated services only, Permit High Priority Sessions and mobile terminated services only,…)
· List of S-NSSAI for which the barring is applied

· It is FFS whether reduction indication and barring action is included on a per slice level
Proposal: it is proposed to continue discussions on solutions on the basis of the above discussions
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
