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Overall description
SA2 would like to inform RAN2, RAN3 and CT4 that has reached interim conclusions for all key issues of the study item on Radio Capabilities Signalling Optimisations (FS_RACS). TR 23.743 contains three key issues identified through the SA2 study: 

· KI1: How are the UE radio capabilities identified?
· KI2: Where are the UE radio capabilities stored?
· KI3: How are the UE radio capabilities managed?
and interim conclusions have been agreed for all three key issue as set of principles and are documented in clause 8 of TR 23.743 v1.0.0. SA2 is going to continue to work on some topics in the next SA2 meeting and may send additional LS.
SA2 before reaching final conclusions for the study and closing the TR would like to receive feedback from RAN2/3 and CT4 on areas related to their areas of expertise related to the interim conclusions. 
In addition, for Key issue #1 certain companies would prefer instead of defining a Manufacturer-assigned or PLMN-assigned UE Capability ID, the UE and RAN to use a hash value of the actual UE radio capabilities that will be signalled to the network in addition to TAC part of PEI. Description of this solution is in clause 6.3 of TR 23.743. Claims have been made in SA2 that if RAN decides to use the UE Capability in every RRC connection this solution requires a significant size in bytes in order to avoid collisions (estimated by SA2 to be 256 bits) and may also increase complexity in UE and RAN. 
SA2 would like to receive feedback also on this hash-based solution before finally concluding key issue #1.

SA2 needs also to evaluate whether it is beneficial to define a scheme by which the PLMN can control the capabilities the UE sends by means of a PLMN-wide filter as defined in solution #10 documented in clause 6.10.
