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1. Introduction
The RRC config indication IE its behaviour in the procedure text has discrepancy in SgNB Addition Preparation procedure and in MeNB Initiated SgNB Modification Preparation Procedure (also SgNB Initiated SgNB Modification procedure). 
2. Discussion

The RRC config Indication IE is defined in 9.2.132 of 36.423 as

The relevant procedure text:
	In SgNB Addition Preparation procedure:

If the SGNB ADDITION REQUEST message contains the SGNB Addition Trigger Indication, the en-gNB shall include the RRC config indication IE in the SGNB ADDITION REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE message to inform the MeNB if the en-gNB applied full or delta configuration, as specified in TS 37.340 [32].


	In the MeNB Initiated SgNB Modification preparation procedure:

If the en-gNB applied a full configuration, e.g. as part of a mobility procedure involving a change of DU, the en-gNB shall inform the MeNB by including the RRC config indication IE in the SGNB MODIFICATION REQUEST ACKNOWLEDGE message.

In the SgNB Initiated SgNB Modification procedure:

If the en-gNB applied a full configuration, e.g. as part of a mobility procedure involving a change of DU, the en-gNB shall inform the MeNB by including the RRC config indication IE in the SGNB MODIFICATION REQUIRED message.


For SgNB Addition Preparation procedure: 

· It can be understood that the RRC Config Indication IE shall be included to indicate either “full config” or “delta config”.

For MeNB Initiated SgNB Modification preparation procedure and SgNB Initiated SgNB Modification procedure
· It can be understood that only if the full configuration is applied, the RRC config Indication IE is included.
This discrepancy indeed force to have different implementation of setting the IE while the result should be the same i.e. setting the RRC config indication IE to show either “full config” or “delta config”.In fact, since the RRC config indication IE has defined the “full config” and “delta config”, it should explicitly show when the en-gNB apply full or delta configuration.
Observation: the discrepancy of setting the RRC Config Indication IE in the SgNB Addition Preparation procedure and MeNB Initiated SgNB Modification preparation procedure / SgNB Initiated SgNB Modification procedure force to have different implementation of setting the IE while the result should be the same i.e. setting the RRC config indication IE to show either “full config” or “delta config”.
Proposal: it is proposed to align the wording in MeNB Initiated SgNB Modification preparation procedure / SgNB Initiated SgNB Modification procedure so that the en-gNB shall inform the MeNB by including the RRC config indication IE if the en-gNB applied full or delta configuration.

3. Conclusion
Observation: the discrepancy of setting the RRC Config Indication IE in the SgNB Addition Preparation procedure and MeNB Initiated SgNB Modification preparation procedure / SgNB Initiated SgNB Modification procedure force to have different implementation of setting the IE while the result should be the same i.e. setting the RRC config indication IE to show either “full config” or “delta config”.

Proposal: it is proposed to align the wording in MeNB Initiated SgNB Modification preparation procedure / SgNB Initiated SgNB Modification procedure so that the en-gNB shall inform the MeNB by including the RRC config indication IE if the en-gNB applied full or delta configuration.
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
