In TS 24. 501, the Service Accept message includes the following PDU session status
· indicates that the 5GSM state of the corresponding PDU session is PDU SESSION INACTIVE.

· indicates that the 5GSM state of the corresponding PDU session is not PDU SESSION INACTIVE
Hence this MM NAS service request is used to reactivate a user plane connection for those deactivated PDU sessions. That means, the AMF does not send PDU session level NAS-PDU message to the NG-RAN node and then to the UE.  
The above applies to the registration procedure as well.
