The PDU Session function is responsible for establishing, modifying and releasing the involved PDU sessions NG-RAN resources for user data transport once a UE context is available in the NG-RAN node. 
NGAP supports transparent relaying of PDU Session related information by the AMF as described in TS 23.502 [6].
There are some exceptions for the transparent relaying of PDU Session related information as below:
-	In case of inter-system handover, if a PDU session is not accepted by the target system, the AMF generates the Handover Preparation Unsuccessful Transfer SM container included in the PDU Session Resources to Release List IE.
-	In case of intra-AMF handover, if the AMF receives a PATH SWITCH REQUEST message containing several PDU Session ID IEs (in the PDU Session Resource to be Switched in Downlink List IE) set to the same value, the AMF generates the Path Switch Request Unsuccessful Transfer IE.
- 	In case of inter-AMF handover, if a PDU session is not accepted by the target AMF,the target AMF generates the Handover Preparation Unsuccessful Transfer SM container included in the PDU Session Resources to Release List IE.
