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	Reason for change:
	In clause 8.2.1.4 of TS 38.413, it is describled as follows. 
· If the NG-RAN node receives a PDU SESSION RESOURCE SETUP REQUEST message containing a PDU Session ID IE (in the PDU Session Resource Setup Request List IE) set to a value that identifies an active PDU session (established before the PDU SESSION RESOURCE SETUP REQUEST message was received), the NG-RAN node shall report the establishment of the new PDU session as failed in the PDU SESSION RESOURCE SETUP REQUEST message with an appropriate cause value.

However, it does not describe how to deal with the existing PDU session with the same PDU session ID established before the PDU SESSION RESOURCE SETUP REQUEST message was received. For example, there are two options
Option 1: keep the existing PDU session. 
Option 2: release the existing PDU session.

Hence, it is needed to clarify the usage of the exsiting PDU session. It is reasonable to adopt the option 1, because it does not need to do anything with the exsiting PDU session.

	To add the procedural texts on the PDU Session ID IE in PDU SESSION RESOURCE SETUP REQUEST message with the abnormal conditions, clarifying the NG-RAN node shall keep the exsiting PDU session.
