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1 Introduction
In last RAN2 meeting, there are some discussions on NPN manual network selection which may influences RAN3. In this contribution, we make some analysis on NPN manual network selection from RAN3’s prospect.
2 Discussion

In RAN2#108 meeting, it has been agreed as below.
Agreements:

1. Add the following note in TS 38.304 :

NOTE:
UE is not required to support manual search and selection of PLMN or CAG or SNPN while in RRC CONNECTED state. The UE may use local release of RRC connection to perform manual search if it is not possible to perform the search while RRC connected.

From the conclusion above, we can see that UE can support manual search in RRC IDLE state, but it is still not clear Whether UE should stay on the manual selected CAG ID after it goes to RRC_CONNECTED state. 
There are two possible ways as follows to handle the manual selected CAG ID when UE enters into RRC_CONNECTED state: 
Option 1: Ignore the selected CAG ID and only consider the allowed CAG list in connected mode.

Option 2: Selected CAG ID by the user in idle mode should be respected when UE goes to connected mode. Also, in the following handover procedures, the manual selection of CAG ID should also be taken into account.

If Option 1 is selected, for an idle mode UE, it could only stay on the selected CAG cell. However, it could establish connection to any cell which is in its allowed CAG list and the network does not consider the willing of the UE. In this case, it seems there is no value to support the feature of manual CAG selection.
For option 2, the wish of user is considered for RRC Connected UE. For example, during handover procedures, if there are several candidate target CAG cells which support different list of CAG ID, the source should select the one which support the CAG ID selected by users. In case there is no support of the selected CAG ID in any of the candidate target cells, the source cell could just make the decision based on UE allowed CAG list. To summarize, the objective of option 2 is just to make selection first based on the manual selected CAG ID in UE and if the priority of users could not be satisfied, UE allowed CAG list is used to avoid service drop off.

Based on above analysis, we have a slight preference on option 2 since it make the manual selection feature valuable and take the user desecration into account.
Proposal 1: It is proposed for RAN3 to discuss which option should be adopted for RRC Connected UE during handover procedures for manual CAG Selection. If no agreement could be reached, send a LS to SA2 to ask for guidance.
