In RAN2#109-e meeting, RAN2 agreed to report LTE RLF report in NR and some agreements were achieved. The related description to support the LTE RLF report in NR should be captured.
Agreements:
1	Postpone the issue of NR RLF reporting to LTE to R17.
2	The UE shall include the failedPCellId using the NR RRC format and include the RLF report as an LTE RRC encoded OCTET STRING to the NR node. Details can be addressed in running CR.

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15.X.2	Support for Mobility Robustness Optimization
15.X.2.1	General
Mobility Robustness Optimisation aims at detecting and enabling correction of following problems:
-	Connection failure due to intra-system or inter-system mobility;
-	Inter-system Unnecessary HO (too early inter-system HO from NR to E-UTRAN with no radio link failure);
-	Inter-system HO ping-pong;
-	Delivery of Inter-system RLF Report.

15.X.2.Y	Delivery of Inter-system RLF report
The UE makes the LTE RLF Report available to a NG-RAN node, when connection failure happens in EPS and the UE attempts to re-establish the radio link connection to a cell belong to E-UTRAN node which connects with EPC. Availability of the LTE RLF Report at the RRC connection setup or at a handover to NG-RAN node is the indication that the UE suffered a connection failure in EPS and that the LTE RLF Report from this failure was not yet delivered to the network.
The NG-RAN node receiving the LTE RLF Report from the UE may forward the report to the E-UTRAN node that served the UE before the reported connection failure using the Uplink RAN Configuration Transfer procedure over NG.
