At the last RAN3#107-e meeting, we discussed how to handle the optional IEs in the Modification procedure, in particular, the E-RAB ID [1].
This paper continues to discuss this topic.
2 Discussion
At the last meeting, we have reached “Consensus to avoid specifying the behaviour upon the “absence of an IE””
It was further clarified that to use the procedural text rules to “overwrite” are used in other specification, e.g in XnAP.
There are two solutions on the table to be further discussed at this meeting:
A. Procedural text rule to specify the receiver node shall overwrite the concerned IE/IE group with the information receive
B. Explicit “revoke” indicator;
We had proposed solution A at the last RAN3 meeting and we would like to continue to propose it for the below reasons:
· It is much simpler for the sender to send the whole information structure in any case, especially the SMF related information. It would be the same handling for setup and modification.
· It is much simpler for the receiver to just take the received information and overwrites what has been stored in its context. it would be the same handling for setup and modification
If we look at the table below (quoted from NGAP), the QoS flows to be modified has very few elements:

In our view, when the modified IE/IE group has very few information elements, it is preferable to specify the overwriting and avoid adding explicit “revoke” indicators impacting ASN.1.
