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Introduction
In this document we discussed the NG Paging procedure and give our proposals and text proposal for TS38.413.
Discussion

At last RAN3#107e meeting, it has been agreed to support multiple SNPNs in AMF[1],  and based on the progress about network sharing scenario, each physical cell of the NG-RAN node can support one or multiple cell identities which constitute different logical cells, that means current NG-RAN node may support multiple PLMNs or SNPNs or PNI-NPNs. 

An SNPN-enabled UE is configured with subscriber identifier (SUPI) and credentials for each subscribed SNPN. If multiple SNPNs are available that the UE has respective SUPI and credentials for, then serving SNPN ID should be included in NG paging procedure, in which way the NG-RAN node can use the serving SNPN ID to avoid paging the UE at SNPN cells whose NID does not match the serving SNPN ID. Therefore, we think the serving (PLMN, NID) should be included in the Paging message over NG interface. 
Proposal 1：The serving (PLMN, NID) should be included in the Paging message over NG interface.
