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1 Introduction

Allthough R99 should in principle be finished at the RAN-March meeting, we think there are still a number of issues left on which work should still continue in order to complete R99.

In this contribution, we listed all major (partly) open issues we are aware of excluding the issues already listed in the meeting agenda and excluding issues we have contributed on for this meeting. It might be possible to removed listed open issues due to contributions from other companies.

2 Additional open  issues

2.1 General

· Support for fast AMR rate control commands over Iub/Iur;

· Cause values a.o. for L-O&M procedures (NBAP);

· RL_Addition during compressed mode (NBAP, RNSAP);

· Compressed mode procedure: Is repetition of commit allowed ? (NBAP, RNSAP);

· Scope of transaction id over Iur (RNSAP);

· Support for variable duplex distance in FDD (UARFCN) (NBAP, RNSAP);

· Range of PRACH codeword range (awaiting outcome L1)(NBAP);

· Handling of not supported procedure codes, criticality set to “reject”: error indication or failure message (NBAP, RNSAP);

· U-RNTI reallocation over Iur (should we support this) (RNSAP) ?

· Handling of not–supported non-core functionality (procedure text + cause values) (NBAP,RNSAP);
· Resource Status Indication:sometimes ambiguous (e.g. can only 1 error be reported or cleared with 1 message or multiple) (NBAP);

· ASN.1 consistency with tabular format (NBAP, RNSAP); 

· Statement that ASN.1 is normative, tabular is informative (NBAP, RNSAP, RANAP) Note: statement should not be made too early;

· Inclusion of RL_SETUP might not always be possible in the SCCP:CR (Q.731 limits length of piggy-backed user data to 130 octets): (25.420);

· Positioning: RTT measurement (NBAP/RNSAP);

· Positioning: Geographicall area indication on between DRNC/SRNC(RNSAP);
· Measurement report grouping; 

· Is timer needed in Synchronous RL_Reconfiguration case (NBAP) ?

· Start of DL RL Tx (25.427);
· DL-DPCH, UL-DPCCH and S-CCPCH slot formats (NBAP, RNSAP);

· Inconsistency between Class 2 logical error handling specified in chapter 10 (send Error Indication) and abnormal condition specified in chapter 9 (e.g. ignore) (NBAP, RNSAP);

· DL Power ramping;
