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Introduction

During the last RAN3 meeting in Gothenburg it has been agreed to use the term “Service Area” instead of “Cell” because the Cell concept is invisible within the CN. T2 has reminded that SA1 has decided to implement Cell Broadcast Service for Release 99 and further T2 recommended to postpone this discussion for Release 2000.

Discussion

At the previous Broadcast AdHoc Meeting in Düsseldorf it has been agreed to keep the Service Area concept for Release 99 and make the following assumption:

Assumption for R.99:
For CBS, a “Service Area” consists of one “Cell”. The mapping of service area onto cell is controlled by the RNC and managed by an O&M function.
A mapping of the service area to more than one cell is for Release 2000 ffs.

Further, it has to be considered that the terminology and service concept are already agreed in other 3GPP Groups and therefore for RAN3 a future proof solution is needed with minimised impact on other 3GPP Groups. The naming of the Service and the Network Node should be the same like in GSM and already agreed by SA1, SA2 and T2. The following terminology shall be used:

Proposal A

It is proposed to approve the assumption for R.99 and to include this into the definition of the “Service Area Identifier” section 6.1.4 in 3G TS 25.401 (R3-000527) and to send a LS to SA1, SA2, R2 and T2 with the following content:

“RAN3 would like to inform that they have implemented the term “Service Area” instead of “Cell” for Release 99. For CBS a Service Area is equal to one Cell and this one to one mapping is controlled by the RNC and managed by an O&M function. The mapping of more than one cell is for Release 2000 ffs.”

Proposal B

It is proposed to approve the terminology as described in Table A.
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
