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1	Overall description
RAN3 thanks CT4 for the LS on End marker in NG-RAN initiated QoS Flow mobility (C4-204340). 
RAN3 has discussed the alternatives to send the End Marker message on the old tunnel in a NG-RAN initiated QoS Flow mobility procedure, would like to provide the following feedback:
In case of MR-DC NG-RAN initiated QoS Flow offloading, the NG-RAN nodes are clear of which QoS Flows are intended to be offloaded and which QoS flows are not, it is preferred by RAN3 to enhance the NG-RAN node end marker handling logic, to only discard the packets related to the offloaded QoS flows received over the old tunnel after receiving the end marker from UPF, regardless of end marker without QFI, or end marker with one QFI for the QoS flows to be switched, or end markers with QFI for each QoS flows to be switched.
In another word, to simplify the UPF handling, alternative 1 is preferred.
