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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to provide feedback on the RAN aspects of solution 22, 37 and 43 for the rate limit per slice per UE (key issue 3).
Solution 22 leads to additional enforcement of received S-MBR value in the NG-RAN but this enforcement is similar to the current UE-AMBR enforcement and therefore is feasible.

Solution 37 seems to overly and unnecessary restrict the bit rate of PDU sessions which may result in non-compliancy with the Session -AMBR contract of the customer. Even worse, if solution 37 modifies UE-AMBR calculation this would introduce errors and severely impact NG-RAN release 15 legacy enforcement of traffic. For the above, Solution 37 is not deemed feasible.
Solution 43 could lead to intensive signalling and doesn’t fulfil the S-MBR SLA alone. It is unclear what would be its benefit.
