For the failure reason, is there only one reason of interaction with a handover procedure or many reasons indicated by the Cause IE?
In TS32.421, there is text as below:

“The Trace collection entity shall be notified, in case of theTrace Session activation has failed, by the response message with the specific cause (e.g. overload) from the NE on which the Trace Session activation failure happened.”
So, there should be other scenario other than interaction with a handover procedure for initiating trace failure indication procedure
