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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 thanks SA4 for their LS reply on QoE Measurement Collection (S4-201600/ RP-202160). In the LS, SA4 mentions that there should be no need for involving the application to handle the temporary RAN overload scenario and that it should be handled at UE AS layer.

RAN3 evaluated different solutions for handling QoE measurement collection during RAN overload and concluded that the application should be involved in this scenario due to the reasons cited below:

1) If application is not involved, UE AS layer needs to reserve memory to buffer the QoE reports received from UE APP layer during RAN overload. This is an additional memory constraint at UE, which can be circumvented if application buffers the QoE report within itself
2) SA4 statement in reply LS that “The temporary stop and storing of any reports is a generic service-agnostic functionality which can be handled directly at RAN level in the UE, whenever any temporary RAN overload is seen” might not necessarily be true.

RAN might choose to selectively suspend QoE reporting of only certain service types and continue to receive QoE reports of some service types such as URLLC. This also requires the involvement of application to suspend QoE reporting of specific service types.

RAN3 therefore would like SA4 to reconsider their view and seeks input on whether the following can be supported at SA4:

1. Application should support buffering of QoE reports upon receiving temporary stop request from UE AS till a restart indication is received
2. Application should stop forwarding QoE report to UE AS upon receiving temporary stop request from UE AS and resume forwarding upon the reception of a restart request.
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ACTION:	RAN3 kindly asks SA4, SA5 and RAN2 to take the above information into account and take action as necessary
