The 2-step RACH has been captured as R16 feature. In TS 38.321, the MSGB is introduced, and the two new RAR formats wherein are given as follows. 

· the success RAR is defined when the gNB successfully decodes the msgA, wherein the C-RNTI shall be included.
· The fallback RAR is defined when the gNB successufully detects the preamble but failes to decode the payload in the MsgA, where the temporary C-RNTI is included. 

In the XnAP RETRIEVE UE CONTEXT REQUEST message, the serving gNB  shall forward the C-RNTI to the target gNB as the input of the short MAC-I for next potential release. 

But currently the semantics descriptions for the Allocated C-RNTI IE is not fully correct, where only the temporary C-RNTI for 4-step RACH is described.
