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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 discussed the scenario on CHO and reach the following agreements:

· RAN3 agreed to consider the following cases on CHO:
· Case 1,3,5 for too late HO case
· Case 1,2 for too early HO case
· Case 1-10 for HO to wrong cell case
               The cases are depicted in the annex.

· For CHO to wrong cell, in case RLF occurs shortly after CHO recovery succeed, a timer between CHO recovery success and RLF occur is needed to identify whether UE can keep stable after CHO recovery success.
· For CHO too late handover, the time duration from the last HO initialization to connection failure which happens after CHO configuration is useful for failure detection.
· For CHO candidate cell list, it is not always feasible for the network to keep the CHO candidate cell list, so it is more reliable that the UE could record CHO candidate cell list in RLF-report.
