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Discussion
RAN3 has received the LS in [1] from SA2 on cell selection with band specific slices.

There is an action point for RAN3 as follows:

" Please provide feedback as to whether providing this information to the RAN and handling it as described above in the text in the box, can have any negative impact and any other feedback."

The text in the box is reproduced here for convenience:

Optionally and based on its policy, the AMF may provide the RAN with the Configured NSSAI for the UE in addition to the Allowed NSSAI. If the RAN receives the Configured NSSAI from the AMF, this may be taken into account by the RAN for RRM purposes, e.g. when the RAN provides the UE with UE-specific camping policies, the NG-RAN can use local policies to prioritize the cells supporting the Allowed NSSAI and, among the cells that support the Allowed NSSAI, it may prioritise those cells that also support other S-NSSAIs in the Configured NSSAI to maximize the chance the UE can successfully register from CM-IDLE mode with the slices it can use, if this is compatible with overall NG-RAN RRM policies.

From RAN3 standpoint we understand that the AMF needs to provide based on some logic the Configured NSSAI to the RAN. This means some new optional IE needs to be added to the NG-AP. This should not be problematic. We additionally foresee that this information needs to be stored in the UE context and also transferred to the targets of Handover.

Coming to the aspect as to whether there can be a negative impact: for the aspects in RAN3 remit we see no negative impact.

Besides, we also note the attached CRs also have impacts on RAN3 as new IEs are needed. It would be useful to ask clarifications as to whether the Target NSSAI also may need to be transferred as part of the UE context or it is volatile information that is discarded as soon as it is consumed by the RAN.  
Also, Similar question for the RFSP associated to the Target NSSAI: does it need to be stored or it is expected to be superseded by a new allowed NSSAI RFSP as soon as redirection is completed?
Finally, clarification could also be asked whether RSFP related to the Configured NSSAI also is to be sent.
Proposal: send a reply LS to SA2 in line with the above.
Proposal

This paper has investigated the SA2 LS on cell selection with band specific slice and concluded that:

· provision of the Configured NSSAI to the NG-RAN has no negative impact, 

· ask SA2 whether target NSSAI/associated RFSP need to be stored/transferred as part of the UE context and whether it is also foreseen to send the RSFP related to the Configured NSSAI.
Proposal: agree the reply LS to SA2 in [2]. 
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
