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1	Overall description
RAN3 thanks SA3 for the LS on RAN UE Id optionality.
SA5 asked RAN3 to consider and provide feedback on the following:
1. Availability of UE identifier(s) suitable for trace data correlation for Dual Connectivity and split deployments 
2. Any relevant details and/or limitations in their usage, including persistency and conditionality
3. Details of any ongoing work which could affect any details provided

RAN3 has considered the above questions and would like to provide the following feedback:
1. RAN3 has discussed the availability of a UE identifier for trace data correlation for dual-connectivity and split RAN architecture, and concluded that the existing 64 bits RAN UE ID can be reused to correlate traces from different RAN entities, for the same session.
2. As of now, the RAN UE ID is only used over E1 and F1 interfaces, allowing correlation within the same gNB. However, this IE has an optional presence, and the procedural text does not indicate when this IE needs to be included. RAN3 therefore proposes to update the procedural text corresponding to this IE in order to list the conditions under which it shall be included in the corresponding messages.
However, this will only solve the RAN split architecture use-case mentioned by SA5. For dual-connectivity, RAN3 proposes that the RAN UE ID is added to some X2AP messages (for EN-DC) and to some XnAP messages (for other MR-DC cases), such as S-NODE ADDITION REQUEST message for example.
RAN3 would also like to point out that for now, the RAN UE ID does not survive inter-node HO. In case this characteristic is needed for SA5 solution, the RAN UE ID needs to be added to at least the HANDOVER REQUEST message over X2AP and/or XnAP.
In addition, and to clarify the usage of the RAN UE ID, RAN3 proposes to add some description to stage-2 specifications, such as TS 37.340 and TS 38.401, on how to allocate, use and transfer the RAN UE ID.
3. RAN3 has not identified any ongoing work that could affect the provided feedback.
