The gNB-CU initiates the procedure by sending UE CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message to the gNB-DU. If the gNB-DU succeeds to establish the UE context, it replies to the gNB-CU with UE CONTEXT SETUP RESPONSE. If no UE-associated logical F1-connection exists, the UE-associated logical F1-connection shall be established as part of the procedure. Except for RACH based SDT and UE configured with BWP specific ServingCellMO, the gNB-CU shall perform RRC Reconfiguration or RRC connection resume to send UE to the RRC_CONNECTED state as described in TS 38.331 [8], and in this case, the CellGroupConfig IE shall transparently be signaled to the UE as specified in TS 38.331 [8]. In the cases of RACH based SDT procedure and UE configured with BWP specific ServingCellMO, the CellGroupConfig IE shall be ignored by the gNB-CU.

If the SCell To Be Setup List IE is included in the UE CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message, the gNB-DU shall consider it as a list of candidate SCells to be set up. If the SCell UL Configured IE is included in the UE CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message, the gNB-DU shall configure UL for the indicated SCell accordingly. If the servingCellMO IE is included in the UE CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message, the gNB-DU shall configure servingCellMO for the indicated SCell accordingly.
If the DRX Cycle IE is contained in the UE CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message, the gNB-DU shall use the provided value from the gNB-CU. If the SCell To Be Removed List IE is included in the UE CONTEXT MODIFICATION REQUEST message, the gNB-DU shall consider it as a list of SCells to be removed.
If the DRX Cycle IE is contained in the UE CONTEXT MODIFICATION REQUEST message, the gNB-DU shall use the provided value from the gNB-CU. If XR traffic assistance information is included in TSC Traffic Characteristics IE and/or UEAssistanceInformation IE, gNB-DU shall ignore the DRX Cycle IE and use the non-integer DRX cycle as specified in TS 38.300 [6] and TS 38.331 [8]. If the DRX configuration indicator IE is contained in the UE CONTEXT MODIFICATION REQUEST message and set to "release", the gNB-DU shall release DRX configuration.
