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1. Overall Description:
RAN3 would like to thank RAN2 for the reply LS on SDT signalling optimization for partial context transfer (R3-240015 / R2-2313759). 
RAN3 has agreed endorsed with the related CRs for TS 38.300 and 38.401, to update overall call flows to adopt RAN2 the solution (i.e., RRCRelease message with resume indication solution).
In addition, RAN3 is discussing another network network-based solution, i.e., for the UE not supporting RAN2 the solution as above, during the ongoing SDT procedure without anchor relocation, the last serving gNB further relocates the UE context to the receiving gNB by sending XnAP RETRIEVE UE CONTEXT RESPONSE message, and then the receiving gNB sends RRCSetup message to the UE to move the UE to RRC_CONNECTED mode (seen in TS38.331, Figure 5.3.13.1-2: RRC connection resume fallback to RRC connection establishment, successful).
