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	Reason for change:
	A CHOICE structure i.e., Path Addition Information is introduced for MP. The CHOICE structure is only used for gNB-DU to distinguish whether it should add a new path or change the original path to new configuration for intra-DU case. 
After gNB-DU knowing this procedure is for indirect path addition, the legacy indirect path establishment would be triggered by using UE context setup/modification procedure which is same as R17 hence there is no need to include target relay UE ID and remote UE local ID in the CHOICE structure again for MP indirect path addition. 

For N3C indirection path addition, UE context setup/modification request message of remote UE only need to contain SRB to Be Setup List including SRB/DRB Mapping Info. There is no need to include Target Relay UE ID. In case UE context setup/modification request message is relay UE associated, target Relay UE ID i.e., gNB-DU UE F1AP ID is same as the top level gNB-DU UE F1AP ID, including gNB-DU UE F1AP ID in two places may cause network confusion.
