[bookmark: OLE_LINK5]As stated in TS 38.410, over NG interface, “The QMC function provides means to manage the QMC sessions and support the mobility of QMC sessions over the NG interface.”. 
However, different QMC support is provided in terms of service types by an NG-RAN node, depending on whether this is a gNB, which serves NR cells, or an ng-eNB, which serves E-UTRA cells.
NR cells can support all the service types specified by the Service Type IE within the UE Application Layer Measurement Configuration Information IE in TS 38.413:

On the other hand, E-UTRA cells, can only support service types specified by the Service Type IE within the UE Application layer measurement configuration IE in TS 36.413:

Hence, the set of service types for which QMC is supported in NR cells is different from the set of service types for which QMC is supported in E-UTRA cells. In addition, RVQoE measurements and alignment with MDT are not supported in E-UTRA cells either. Therefore, instead of the correction proposed in R3-240182, it may be better to explicitly indicate in stage-2 (e.g., in TS 38.300) the service types for which QMC is supported in E-UTRA cells. A CR to TS 38.300 is presented in the Annex.  
Proposal 1: Add a clarification in TS 38.300 to indicate the service types for which QMC is supported in E-UTRA cells.
Proposal 2: Agree the CR to TS 38.300 in the Annex.
Conclusion
In this paper, we provide a response to the CR for TS 38.413 in R3-240182 and propose an alternative correction to TS 38.300.

[bookmark: _Hlk152171213]The QoE Measurement Collection function enables collection of application layer measurements from the UE. The QoE measurement collection is supported for the following service types in NR cells are:
-	QoE Measurement Collection for DASH streaming services;
-	QoE Measurement Collection for MTSI services;
-	QoE Measurement Collection for VR services.
QoE measurement collection is supported for the following service types in E-UTRA cells:
-	QoE Measurement Collection for DASH streaming;
-	QoE Measurement Collection for MTSI.

For DASH, MTSI, VR, the QoE measurement collection is supported in RRC_CONNECTED state only, unless the application data is delivered via MBS broadcast communication service.
The QoE Measurement Collection function supports collection of QoE measurements for MBS communication service. The measurement collection is supported for the following two communication service types:
-	MBS broadcast;
-	MBS multicast.
QoE measurement collection for application sessions delivered via MBS broadcast is supported in RRC_CONNECTED, RRC_INACTIVE, and RRC_IDLE states. QoE measurement collection for the application sessions delivered via MBS multicast is supported in RRC_CONNECTED state only. Both signalling based and management based QoE measurement collection are supported in NR SA and NR-DC. Further details of NR-DC operation can be found in TS 37.340 [21] and clause 21.7.
NOTE:	The naming QoE Measurement is used in NG, Xn, and interfaces between the OAM and the gNB. In the Uu interface, the naming application layer measurement is used and it is equal to QoE Measurement.
