Local services access


In order to support access to local services, NR Femto nodes may reuse LADN and edge computing functionality as specified in TS 23.501 [z] and TS 23.548 [q].
The local UPF may be either stand-alone or co-located with the NR Femto node. The deployment scenario of access to local services via co-located local UPF is shown below. In this case, both the NR Femto node and the local UPF are enclosed in the dotted line in Figure 5.4-x.
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Figure 5.4-x Deployment scenario for co-located local UPF
