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1 Introduction

This contribution contains the report of the e-mail Ad Hoc discussion on the NBAP Reset procedure. The scope of the discussion was to discuss whether there is a need for the Reset procedure for the case where a Node B Communication Context is lost or if the Resource Status Indication procedure could be used.

2 Problem

The e-mail discussion was to be focused on the situation when a Node B loses one or more Node B Communication Contexts. This case could occur if a processor controlling the Node B Communication Context has restarted and lost data related to the Node B Communication Context.

3 Discussion

There was a very short and not so intense e-mail exchange between two companies expressing diverse opinions. 

4 Conclusions

There is no conclusion from the e-mail Ad Hoc on whether the situation should be solved using the Reset procedure or the Resource Status Indication procedure (or some in other way). However, at least the discussion was around the problem as described above so at least the existence of the problem is agreed and understood.

5 Proposal

To be able to conclude on this issue it is proposed that 

1. there is further discussion on the characteristics on the problem in order to agree on the starting point of the solution. 

2. the scope of the Resource Status Indication procedure for Communication Control Ports have to be clarified (discussion required).

The following characteristics of the problem is proposed:

“A Node B Communication Context that is lost has lost some of the necessary data for the operation of the resources controlled via this Node B Communication Context.”
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
