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1 Introduction

At R3#14 Ericsson had a contribution to introduce reporting of the minimum power capability of Node B to RNC. As the requirements regarding minimum power of Node B from R4 was unknown at the meeting, it was decided that athe matter should be handled on the email reflector.

2 Report

In the kick-off mail from Ericsson the R4 reqiurements were stated:

The requriements on minimum power in 25.104, are:

1) For the total power dynamic range shall be 18 dB or greater.

2) For the power control dynamic range, i.e. the difference between the maximum and the minimum transmit output power of a code channel, the minimum requirement  is 25 dB  (from BS maximum output power - 3 dB or greater, to BS maximum output power - 28 dB or less).

The consequenses taking the R3 IE values was described in the kick off mail: Node B can range from a minimum of-45..-20 dBm to a maximum of 40..65dBm.

In the kick off mail, Ericsson stated that they thought that it is important that for the CRNC to be aware of the minimum power capability of the Node Bs, so that the SRNC can be informed about the Node B capability and be able to take it into account at power regulation.

No response was received by any other company.

3 Conclusion

Since no other company rejected, it is assumed that no company objects to the introduction of the Minimum Power Capability.
Ericsson resubmittes the contribution.
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
