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1 Introduction

At RAN WG3 #14 the xxXAP Rapporteurs were requested to compile lists of features in the specifications that are non-core features, i.e. features that are not necessary to be supported for “basic operation”. Each feature should be classified as one of the two following:

· Ignore IEs related to the feature (potentially with notification)

· Reject procedure

This contribution contains the Rapporteur’s proposal on which NBAP features that could be considered as non-core. The list is based on NBAP v3.2.0.
Note1: For features common to both RNSAP and NBAP, it is proposed to refer to the manner that would be determined in RNSAP discussion. 

Note2: As a Rapporteur of NBAP, I have an ambivalent feeling on whether this discussion is needed on Iub IF. Iub IF is a local interface between CRNC and NodeB. Therefore, acknowledging capabilities of both nodes, operators can set the configurations locally between the two nodes. As a result, failures due to lack of capability in NodeB would not occur unless configurations contain any error.
