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1 Report

General

The Ad hoc managed to come to a compromise:

Both the capacity model and the admission in Node B model were accepted.

An RNC can choose which model to use at any point in time. A Node B has to support both models.
The resource reservation shall be handled with the capacity model.
A Node B is mandated to provide a capacity model.

1.1 Admission in Node B model

This model shall not contain any resource reservation.

It shall contain request for pre-emption of RLs, but not any queuing. Queuing is independent of pre-emption. Pre-emption shall be done by the RNC.

A new pre-emption procedure shall be used (it should be aligned with the corresponding procedure on Iur).

Pre-emption shall use a timer to decide when a RL establishment is unsuccessful due to lack of resources applies, after a pre-emption request.

1.2 Capacity model

It was agreed that no statement for the accuracy is needed.

It was agreed that some improvements are needed. Four areas were identified:

1. Modelling per RLS

2. Modelling per pool of cells

3. Update of consumption laws (for cells)

4. SF not a very good measure. Bit rate might be better.

Detail for these areas were to be discussed on the email reflector. Nicolas Devron, Alcatel, volunteered as rapporteur for the email discussion.
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
