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1 Introduction

The current 25.415 specification [1] for Release 1999 does not specify when an Initialisation frame can be sent by UTRAN. This contribution proposes that in the R4 release a restriction is added that Initialisation shall not be re-invoked without a RANAP message requesting modification of the RAB. 

2 Motivation

For TrFO and "Transcoder at the Edge" scenarios the CN has to know the RFCI initialisation in order to access the payload in case of TrFO Break (tone insertion, Conference Bridges, RNC_Relocation, ...). For a solution where there is not permanent monitoring in the CN, the UTRAN should not send unsolicited initialisations. Also a solution with a read procedure for the TrFO break would benefit from not getting unsolicited initialisations during the read procedure. For more information on these possible solutions of TrFO break see contribution [3].

There is no obvious reason why the RNC should send an IU_Initialisation without trigger by the MSC for the running service. Any other service invoked on the UU interface between RNC and UE shall have no influence on the already assigned RABs on IU, because this could lead to uncontrollable interference’s between services.

3 Proposal

It is proposed to add the following text to the description of Initialisation in 25.415.

“The Initialisation shall not be re-invoked for the RAB without a RAB modification requested via RANAP [2].”
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
