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TSG-RAN WG3 thanks TSG-RAN WG2 about their "LS on UE Positioning Request transfer during SRNS relocation", and likes to inform TSG-RAN WG2 that according to the current RANAP specification, the localisation procedure (e.g. UE Positioning Request) is not handed on in SRNS relocation procedure from source RNC to target RNC. The localisation procedure should be re-initiated by CN after SRNS relocation.

The principle for the interaction of Relocation Procedure with other procedures is that the settings that have been made for a UE in UTRAN are not transferred to the target RNC in relocation. The reason for this is that there is no need to standardise a "context" for each such functionality, and also define how these "contexts" would be relocated.

It is defined in RANAP that if still applicable after relocation, the CN must re-apply the settings in the target RNC. The only defined exceptions of this rule are Ciphering and Integrity Checking that shall continue after relocation in the target RNC.
