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R3 has identified a number of cases in which the description of UTRAN in 23.002 is confusing/incorrect:

· The main problem arises due to that in 23.002, the concept of RNS (meaning Radio Network System) is used instead of UTRAN (Universal Terrestrial Radio Access Network). 

In R3 specifications, the Iu interface provides an interconnection between the CN and the UTRAN (see e.g. figure 1 in 25.401). The UTRAN consists of one or more RNS’s. The UTRAN is not an instantiable object, only the RNS’s are instantiable.

In R3 specifications RNS means Radio Network Subsystem. An RNS can be either a full UTRAN or only a part of an UTRAN. An RNS offers allocation and release of specific radio resources to establish means of connection in between an UE and the UTRAN. An RNS contains one RNC and is responsible for the resources and transmission/reception in a set of cells. This concept of RNS is not used in 23.002.

· The definitions of RNC and Node B are not consistent with the definitions of those concepts in R3 specifications.

· When refering to the Mobile Station, all R3 specifications uses the term UE, User Equipment, which is not mentioned in 23.002.

· The definitions of cell, MSC area and SGSN area only refer to GSM.

· In some places the Iub is referred to as Iubis.

R3 would kindly like to ask SA2 to review 23.002, and take the above comments into account. TS 25.401 and relevant CR(s) are attached for information about definitions and concepts used in R3 specifications.

R3 would like to be informed about the result, as it might affect 25.401 and other R3 specifications.
