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RAN WG3 thanks RAN WG2 for their LS ((R3-010610 (R2-010250)) and SA WG2 for their related LS (R3-010630 (S2-010061)), both addressing the issue of how the settings for UE positioning is handled during relocation. TSG SA WG2 indicated in the related LS that:

"TSG SA WG2 has decided that GMLC normally handles the periodicity of location requests as requested by the LCS client both in CS and PS domain. This may reduce the need to transfer UE positioning to the new SRNC during SRNC relocation."

With this information, RAN WG3 has the understanding that it is not required to change the current principle that LCS and other settings in the source RNC are not transferred to the target RNC during relocation (except ciphering and integrity protection), but it is enough that the CN will reinitialise those settings after relocation, if still applicable (e.g. considering the service and the target RNC in question). Consequently there is no need to specify the "context" to be transferred in the RRC container (nor the handling of it in the target RNC, e.g. in the case when the CN needs to know whether the "context" is accepted or not).
