1 Introduction

During RAN3#20 in Beijing, China, an agreement was made that IPv6 shall be mandatory and IPv4 shall be optional for IP UTRAN transport interfaces. This contribution proposes wording for the technical report [1] to capture this agreement.

2 Description

During RAN3#20 in Beijing, China, an agreement was made that IPv6 shall be mandatory and IPv4 shall be optional for IP UTRAN interfaces. It is important that the agreement is stated such that it is clear that this requirement only pertains to the terminating IP hosts of the transport interface. This requirement does not apply to the transport network between the terminating end points. 

3 Proposal

1. Add the following text in section 7.15, ”IP Version issues”.

"For the IP hosts terminating the 3GPP R5 Iu, Iur, and Iub transport interfaces, IP version 6 [] shall be mandatory and IP version 4 [] shall be optional.”
