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1 Introduction

At RAN3 #21 meeting, it was agreed to include IMSI IE in RL SETUP REQUEST message as a mandatory field to support the function, "cell reserved for operator use". But during RAN3 #22 meeting, it was pointed out IMSI is not always available in RNC and therefore, mandatory IMSI IE in RL SETUP REQUEST message might cause inefficient RL setup procedure. Moreover since the presence of IMSI IE is "mandatory" but the criticality is "ignore", the receiver behaviour wasn't so clear.

Therefore, it was agreed further discussion was needed and email discussion was arranged. 

2 Discussion

Kick-off email was sent on email reflector, 23/7/01 including relevant contributions and meeting minutes.

On the initial email, discussion points were also summarised as followings;

1. Proper scenario of this function. When IMSI will be available in DRNC and SRNC ? If IMSI is not available when RL SETUP REQUEST is sent, then ?

2. Which specifications will be affected ? 25.423(RL SETUP REQUEST & CTrCH RESOURCE REQUEST), 25.413(COMMON ID), Iu stage 2 ?

3. How do we treat emergency call ? Can emergency call be handed over to a cell reserved for operator use without IMSI ?

Nortel, Ericsson, NEC and Simense participated in email discussion and conclusion is as followings;

1. IMSI should be optional because of IMSI availability.

2. Only 25.423 will be affected. Since there is no restriction that IMSI should be used only for paging coordination and RANAP should be rather in general(not very UTRAN specific) RANAP doesn't need to be affected.

3. Emergency call cannot he handed over to a cell reserved for operator use. Since there is no requirement for this service and emergency call cannot be even recognised on Iur, emergency call was not considered.

In addition, Ericsson proposed to replace "IMSI" with "Permanent NAS UE Identity" to allow future extensions with other identification types. Even though this issue hasn' be discussed on email reflector, RANAP already adopt this approach and future extension is important issue, the idea was cooperated in the CR.
3 Summary of changes

Since R3-011977(IMSI in CTrCH resource initialization) treated same issue, this CR was merged to new CRs. Following changes are made in the new CRs.(R3-012286 and R3-012287).

1. "IMSI" was added in the abbreviations chapter.

2. Explanation was added in the successful case and unsuccessful case of RL SETUP procedure and CTrCH Resource Initialisation procedure as Nortel proposed.

3. IMSI was replaced with Permanent NAS UE Identity in RL SETUP REQUEST(FDD and TDD) message.
4. The presence of Permanent NAS UE Identity was changed as "optional"
5. Permanent NAS UE Identity was added in the CTrCH RESOURCE REQUEST message with presence value "optional"
6. New cause value, " Cell reserved for operator use" was added.
7. New IE " Permanent NAS UE Identity" was defined.
8. ASN.1 was modified.  In the case of RL SETUP REQUEST FDD, since IMSI was already added the name of IE and presence were changed. But in the case of RL SETUP REQUEST TDD, even though IMSI exists in tabular, it wasn't defined in ASN.1. Therefore new IE, Permanent NAS UE Identity was added with presence value "optional" like CTrCH RESOURCE REQUEST case.
4 Conclusion

This contribution summarised the email discussion of cell reserved for operator use. As a result of email discussion 2 contributions are provided.
