The LS contains a question for TSG GERAN:

ACTION: 
TSG RAN WG3 would like to ask TSG GERAN to clarify the maximum size of the header removal context information.
TSG GERAN has not performed any detailed study on the content of header removal context information. However, first indication is that the maximum size of the header removal context information is around 65 bytes, assuming IPv6. This assesment is based on full IPv6/UDP/RTP headers plu 5 bytes for other information.

TSG GERAN will continue the work on this topic, and will keep informed RAN3 and RAN2 on the progress.
