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1. Introduction

The discussion was “kicked-off” proposing two discussion tracks:

A) Discussions regarding the 3 documents submitted to the last meeting but not treated: R3-020144, R3-020088 and R3-020145. 

B) Discussions on possible consensus regarding an agreement.

2. Discussions regarding not treated contributions

No discussions took place regarding these contributions.


3. Discussions regarding possible consensus

The kick-off email mentioned several possible agreement directions:

1) Direct Transport bearers between SRNC and Node-B should be allowed independantly from the TNL layer;

2) Direct Transport bearers between SRNC and Node-B should only be allowed for the TNL IP transport option;

3) Direct Transport bearers between SRNC and Node-B should only be allowed for the TNL ATM transport option;

By email, the following companies indicated their opinion:

· Support for option 2:

· Support for option 1: 
Ericsson

· Furthermore Nokia indicated that they do not support option 2 but “see a good chance that we will come to a constructive conclusion in the IP case”.
