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1 Introduction

In RAN3#28, Vodafone Ltd proposed to add an HS-DSCH Support Indicator to the Neighbouring Cell Information in RNSAP. RAN3 agreed to hold an email discussion (rapporteured by Vodafone Ltd) to identify if this change was also necessary for the DSCH.
2 Discussion

There were two questions that needed to be answered.

1. Was the DSCH Support Indicator necessary?

2. Which Release was it required for (i.e. was it an essential correction)?

Vodafone’s initial opinion was that this indicator is required. They did not have a strong opinion about which Release it should be placed within.

Ericsson also commented that they believe the indicator is necessary to avoid resource allocation failures. They also commented that it would be difficult to argue for the inclusion of the indicator to be an essential correction, so it could probably go into Release 5.

Nortel agreed with Ericsson on both points, and do not have a strong opinion about the Release.

3 Proposal

In conclusion, it was felt generally that the DSCH Support Indicator is necessary, and should be included within Release 5. It is therefore proposed to approve the corresponding CR to Release 5 RNSAP in document R3-021446.
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
