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1. introduction

At RAN WG3 meeting #28 it was agreed to kick off an email discussion on the new Draft Recommendation I.371aal2 from ITU-T SG13. This contribution presents a summary of the email discussion.

2. discussion report

All companies were welcome to the discussion. Five companies participated, J-Phone, IC4IC, Ericsson, Motorola and Nokia.

Generally the contents of the draft new Recommendation I.371aal2 were considered relevant for the application of AAL2 in UTRAN. Still the conclusion was that the new recommendation is not to be referred to in 3GPP Technical Specifications as such. Instead it is waited until the new principles are introduced in some future Capability Set of Q.2630. This new Capability Set is then possibly to replace the earlier Capability Set in 3GPP TSs. This replacement is to be done in a separate Work Item in the same way as it was done for Q.2630 CS-2 in Rel4.

It was also found important that RAN WG3 co-operates with SG13 and also with SG11 (signalling protocols) in the area of AAL2 Traffic and QoS Control. This is to ensure that the UTRAN needs are taken into account in the future Recommendations.

The only direct action resulting from the email discussion is to make a Liaison Statement and send it back to ITU-T SG13 to acknowledge their work and to let them know that RAN WG3 has a clear interest in the area. Preferably this LS is made during the RAN WG3 meeting #29. The most straight-forward way of contributing the actual work done in ITU-T is via participation in it in ITU-T.
