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Introduction

As decided in the RAN3#28, there should be an email discussion to see if the size of the maximum number of credits should be increased from 8 bits to 11 bits.

Two questions were brought up during the RAN3#28:

· What is the typical size of the MAD-d PDUs? In the example used in the CRs, it was assumed that the size is 320 bits.

· What is the typical delay over Iub/Iur? In the example used in the CR, it was assumed a RTT delay of 30 ms.
Discussion

No detailed discussion took place on the above mentioned questions, but Alcatel (Nicolas), Nokia (Woonhee) and  Saso supported the extension of the credit bits. Nicolas, Woonhee and Sharokh (Ericsson) propose a size of 11 bits.  Saso suggested to increase the size to two octets, i.e. not using the exiting spare bits.  

Conclusion

 There was no objection to increase the size, however it should be discussed whether the new size should be 11 or 16 bits.
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
