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1 Introduction

In the TSG RAN#14 meeting a Work Item for an “Interface to control electrical tilting of antennas” was proposed. 

According to the outcome of the discussion TSG RAN decided to instruct TSG RAN3 to the following action: 

-
To draft a WI (including assessment on what work to do in TSG-RAN as opposed to TSG-SA WG5) on the topic of "Interface to control electrical tilting antennas" (postponed WI RP-010834).

This document proposes the way forward for this work.
3 Proposal

An international forum called the Antenna Interface Standards Group (AISG) are currently writing a standard (AISG-1) to define such an interface (including signalling protocol) between a logical RET antenna and the logical Node B. The definition of the interface and signalling protocol is targeted for completion in June 2002. 

In order not to duplicate the work in 3GPP TSG-RAN WGs, and in the worst case creating two independent standards, it is proposed not to carry out any work on this topic within TSG RAN at this time. However, some referencing of this standard may be desirable in the future. It is the understanding of Vodafone that the finalised AISG-1 standard would have no impact on the existing TSG-RAN WG specifications.
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
