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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 thanks SA4 for informing them about their discussion on the interpretation of guaranteed bit rate.

During this discussion, two different interpretations of guaranteed bit rate were presented and RAN3 is happy to confirm, as requested, that the second interpretation is the correct one according to RAN3 knowledge. It also corresponds to the latest version of TS25.413.

Indeed, in line with TS23.107 which defines the rate control to be performed between the guaranteed and the maximum bit rate, the guaranteed bit rate is signalled over the Iu interface as set to the “highest non rate controllable bit rate” (see TS25.413 section 9.2.1.3). Therefore, in the context of UMTS AMR, it is actually equivalent to say that it is the lowest codec rate, with the ones above being rate controllable, up to the maximum bit rate.

RAN3 would also like to indicate that this is also consistent with the rate control procedure as it has been specified in the TS25.415 (see section 6.5.3).
