	CR023 to 25.410 approved at RAN #14 required that the RNC and MSC may use different MTP3b point codes for RANAP and ALCAP.

However there is some ambiguity in the current text since it is not clear whether only two different point codes can be used or whether more than two different point codes can be used. 

It has always been assumed in 3GPP UTRAN architecture that it is possible to use several transport layer addresses to address a UTRAN node. When ATM transport is used, this means that several ATM end system addresses can be used. The way these several addresses are mapped onto point codes fully depends on the configuration of a particular network architecture and no limitation has been put so far. 

It would create an interoperability issue between vendors if restriction to one point code only appears. 

It would moreover put a burden on the operators’back to cope with such a restriction from a particular vendor. 

A good example in release4 is the necessity for the RNC to be able to work with a core network which uses one MTP3b point code for RANAP but several MTP3b point codes for ALCAP, corresponding to the use of several different media gateways by the MSC. 
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	Section 4.5.1.2 is modified to more explicitly specify that “under different ALCAP point codes” means one point code for RANAP possibly shared with an ALCAP point code, and several possible MTP3 point codes for ALCAP on the Iu interface.
