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RAN WG2 thanks SA WG2 for their LS S2-023102, to TSG-RAN WG2 on a proposed TR for the architectural aspects of early UE handling. 

RAN WG2 would like to provide the following clarification regarding your question on early UE handling:

1. “Does UE capability/fault information need to be sent across the Iur interface? If so, does the Iur interface impose any particular requirements?”

From the initial studies in RAN WG2 no justification has been provided for requiring the transmission of the UE capability/fault information over the Iur interface. 

However, should the need be discovered RAN WG2 believe that the change could be implemented with limited impact.
