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	Reason for change:
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	It has been agreed in SA2 that RNC shall be able to support Ipv6 and IPv4 addresses over the Iu interface. The intention of the text is not to require the use and configuration of both IPv4 and IPv6 addresses in the RNC, but rather that the RNC shall be able to support both types of addresses. If a particular network configuration do not require one of the address types, then only the one being used needs to be configured in the node, but still the implementation shall be able to support both types of addresses.

This CR aligns the texts in RAN 3 specification with the SA2 agreement.
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	Mandate that the RNC shall be able to support both IPv6 addresses and IPv4 addresses.
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	The requirement on which IP versions to support on Iu will remain ambiguous.  Complex interworking issue will remain open for the IP Transport work item in Release 5.
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6.1.3
IP Transport Option

6.1.3.1
General

In the IP transport option GTP-U [17] over UDP over IP shall be supported as the transport for data streams on the Iu-PS interface. The data link layer is as specified in subclause 4.2.
The transport bearer is identified by the GTP-U TEID [17] and the IP address (source TEID, destination TEID, source IP address, destination IP address).
6.1.3.2
GTP-U

The GTP-U [17] protocol shall be used over the Iu interface toward the packet switched domain.

6.1.3.3
UDP /IP

The path protocol used shall be UDP [12].

The UDP port number for GTP-U shall be as defined in [17].

An IP RNC/CN-node shall support IPv6. The support of IPv4 is optional.

NOTE:
This does not preclude single implementation and use of IPv4. 
IP dual stack support is recommended for the potential transition period from IPv4 to IPv6 in the transport network. The RNC shall be able to support both IPv6 addresses and IPv4 addresses.
There may be one or several IP addresses in the RNC and in the CN. The packet processing function in the CN shall send downstream packets of a given RAB to the RNC IP address (received in RANAP) associated to that particular RAB. The packet processing function in the RNC shall send upstream packets of a given RAB to the CN IP address (received in RANAP) associated to that particular RAB.
