2 MBMS RNC procedure

2.1 MBMS RAB establishment initiation over Iur
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Figure 1: MBMS RAB establishment initiation signalling flow (successful operation)

This signalling flow is only applicable for handling MBMS to UEs in CONNECTED mode.

The purpose of this signalling flow is to allow SRNC to initiate the MBMS RAB establishment between CRNC and CN before a UE moves into the new cell.  The signalling flow is typically initiated when SRNC detects that a UE may move into the cell hosted by the CRNC which does not provide the MBMS service the UE enjoys.  CRNC which receives the MBMS RAB ESTABLISHMENT INITIATION REQUEST message from SRNC requests CN to establish the MBMS RAB between CRNC and CN so that Iu user plane for this MBMS RAB is established.  CRNC also requests CN to establish the MBMS service context when the above message is received from SRNC.

The MBMS RAB establishment initiation request message contains the MBMS service ID.  The MBMS service context does not contain a list of connected mode UEs at this moment because this procedure is performed based on the prediction of UE behaviour.  Result is that it is necessary to delete both MBMS RAB and MBMS service context if the UE doesn’t come into the expected cell within a definite time.
