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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank RAN1 for their response LS on HSDPA measurements (R1-021009/R3-021825).  RAN3 welcomes the common agreement in RAN1 that the mean power consumption of all HSDPA codes taken as a whole as well as the mean power consumption of all non-HSDPA codes taken as a whole are feasible measurements within a node B. 

RAN1 did not express a preference regarding the introduction of either of these measurements, as it viewed from a complexity point-of-view, these measurements as being equivalent.

RAN3 discussed further on the topic, and the meeting expressed the preference for the introduction of the common measurement of the mean power consumption of all non-HSDPA codes taken as a whole.  

The reasoning is that from Release 99 backwards compatibility point of view, where DCH admission control is based on the mean total “Transmission Carrier Power” measurement (obviously without HSDPA channels), the addition of a measurement on the mean power consumption of all non-HSDPA codes would be most appropriate. This measurement would be equivalent with the existing R’99 measurement. The mean power consumption of all HSDPA codes in a cell can be derived from subtracting the “all non-HSDPA code power” from the total “Transmission Carrier Power” measurement. The “Transmission Carrier Power” measurement shall be kept as is, and for cells with HSDPA support would include all HSDPA channels.
